APPAREL AND TEXTILE PRODUCTION I  Course #FA31
2016
A&P I focuses on the areas of design, textile production and apparel engineering.  Emphasis is placed on students applying design and engineering skills to create and produce apparel products. Art, literacy, mathematics, and science are reinforced. It involves an in depth use of a home sewing machine and covers clothing construction techniques, consumer decisions related to apparel, use and care of textiles/fabrics, historical perspectives of clothing design, and career opportunities. Emphasis is placed on students applying these construction and design skills to apparel and home fashion. 
This course requires students to purchase fabric and supplies for several projects.
